Physics Cedar Point Trip 2016
Parents/Guardians of MHS Physics students:
In the past, MHS physics students have taken advantage of an exciting opportunity—completing a portion of the Physics B exam in an interactive and hands-on fashion at Cedar Point.  Students take measurements and make calculations regarding several of the rides at the park involving topics we have studied such as acceleration, momentum, and energy.  After the exam portion of the trip is completed, usually in around 3 hours, students then have some free time to explore the park and enjoy themselves.  There are actually many schools around the state and the nation that take advantage of this opportunity; there is even an official “Physics Week” at Cedar Point and other amusement parks.

We have chosen Friday, May 27 as the date to make this trip, with two buses leaving MHS at approximately 5:30 a.m. and returning around 11 p.m., with a total cost of around $75.  We are asking that students pay this amount in two installments, 1.A deposit of $35 that will cover the cost of a chartered bus, due by Friday, February 12, to Mr. Jones, and 2.The remaining cost of around $40 to cover the cost of group tickets (this final amount is to be determined after we know exactly how many students have signed up to go).

In trying to keep costs down, the trip will not go forward without a minimum of 100 students making a deposit by the February 12 deadline.

Please note that students are in no way required to go on this trip.  Student grades will not be affected for those who choose not to attend, and students who do not attend will be given an alternate and equivalent final exam in place of the Cedar Point exam.    

Since this is a final exam, it meets the requirement for senior exam days for physics; seniors who achieve waiver status for the physics exam are exempt from the last test of the year.
If your student chooses to participate in MHS Physics Day 2016, please send a $35 deposit (checks to MHS Physics) along with the completed permission slip (keep the top portion of this letter for reference) by Friday, February 12 to Mr. Jones.  Deposits are transferrable to another student in the event that your student determines at a later date they cannot attend, but the deposits are not refundable unless not enough students sign up.  Although we are giving a due date for deposit money, this is also a first come, first served set-up in that, if we get both buses full before February 12, sign-up will end and you may end up out in the cold.
